Basic Operation Instructions for the Horiba U-10 Water Quality Instrument
1. Take the instrument probe end of the unit out of the carrying case and put it into the water, at a depth where the opening at the top of the probe unit is submerged.  THE INSTRUMENT MUST BE HANGING FREELY IN THE WATER, NOT TOUCHING THE BOTTOM OF THE STREAM.

2. Take the display/operations unit out of the carrying case and push the power button.  The display initiation screen will come up, then a display for whichever parameter is highlighted on the parameter line below.

3. Use the ‘select’ button to change between parameters to be measured.  We measure: pH, conductivity (cond), DO, and temp.  We do NOT record turbidity.
4. Record these readings on the Baseline Data Sheet for the monitoring site.

5. When you are finished taking the measurements, turn the power off and put the probe unit and the operations unit back into the appropriate slots in the carrying case.
