Huron River Watershed Community Calendar Distribution

Thank you for your participation in the public education program sponsored by the communities of the Middle Huron Partners and the Livingston Watershed Advisory Group.

These calendars are for you to freely distribute to your residents, staff, volunteers, constituents, members, etc. Most people begin looking for new calendars well ahead of January, so the more quickly you can place these in public locations, the more success you will have.

Ideas for distributing the calendars (depending on quantity/population):
· Hand out at your polling locations on Election Day.
· Place at your community’s customer service counters
· Market their availability through web announcements, bill stuffers, emails, social media and bulletin board notices (see link below for promotional materials to use).
· Hand out at any public festivals, holiday events, open houses, or meetings held in your community.
· Hand out to staff, boards, commissioners, and elected officials.
· Place at libraries, senior centers, or community centers.
· Provide to specific schools (to staff and/or to elementary school parents through back-pack mail).
· Provide to key public venues and businesses that get foot traffic (theatres, restaurants, farmers markets, recreation or sporting venues, banks, health care providers) for their customers.
· Provide to larger businesses in your community that are willing to distribute to employees.
· Provide your Downtown Development Authority/Chamber of Commerce with some for meetings, and events or ask for help to identify larger business members (see above).
· Provide to local real estate offices for new residents.
· Direct mail to specific categories of residents or key volunteers that work with your community.

We welcome your ideas for distributing the calendars. We can all benefit from your approaches!

Your organizations have been working together for several years to manage our area’s water resources and to comply with federal regulations regarding the discharge of stormwater. The 2024 Calendar is a collaborative effort to educate our residents about the importance of water stewardship and nonpoint source pollution prevention.

The calendar program has been running biannually since 2003. This year we have produced and are distributing just over 48,000 calendars. Our large, combined print run results in significant savings for a piece that will engage our residents with helpful tips for 12 months.
